RE: Report for Oklahoma County Local Emergency Planning Committee (LEPC)
Dear Bonnie:
The following report details the activities of the Oklahoma County LEPC.

Task 1
Meet the minimum requirements for representation (Oklahoma Statute 27A Section 4-2-103).  

Result

The Oklahoma County LEPC membership continues to meet the requirements of State Statute 27A Section 4-2-103.  A list of current membership names, addresses and organizations is available on the LEPC web site, http://okcountylepc.org/.

Task 2

Have an elected Chairman.
Result

Oklahoma County LEPC held it election of officers on January 21, 2009.  Mike Magee was elected as Chairman and Mike Bower Vice-Chairman.  The minutes are also on the web site.
Task 3

Develop or review and update bylaws annually.

Result

The 2009 revision of the by-laws was completed at the January 21, 2009 board meeting. Minor changes were also made at the June meeting.  The by-laws have been updated and posted on the Oklahoma County LEPC website.   

Task 4

Maintain a designated 24-hour hazardous material spill reporting phone number and a point of contact name and address.

Result

The Oklahoma County LEPC maintains a 24-hour spill reporting number, 405-739-1386, and point of contact name and address through the Oklahoma County LEPC website, www.okcountylepc.org  This e-mail routes all 24-hour spill notifications to the e-mail of the Chairman, Vice-Chairman and Secretary.  

Task 5

Participate in a HAZMAT exercise annually.

Result

Oklahoma County LEPC has not yet participated in a 2009 exercise, but several jurisdictions have experience several “real world” hazardous material emergencies.  These have been thoroughly debriefed at the monthly LEPC meetings and are reflected in the minutes.
In addition to the real world events, the 137th Combat Engineering Squadron held a hazmat exercise in March for military Reservist and National Guard personnel.

During the week of September 2nd, three of our LEPC industrial partners participated in a training exercise sponsored by the Alliance of Hazardous Materials Professionals. The three-stage emergency response exercise was held aboard the USS Midway in San Diego.
A team for the Mid West City Fire Service participated in the 2009 New Mexico Haz Mat Challenge and took first place.  The Oklahoma County LEPC sponsored this team.
Task 6

Review and update LEPC Emergency Response Plan annually.

Result

The Oklahoma County LEPC Emergency Plan was updated September 2008 and reviewed by the OK County LEPC Exercise subcommittee.  It will be reviewed again at the September 2009 meeting.
Task 7

Conduct regular LEPC meetings and provide public notification of meetings.

Result

The Oklahoma County LEPC continues to have monthly meetings on the second Wednesday of each month.  Agendas and minutes for the meetings are posted on the LEPC website www.okcountylepc.org.

Task 8

Maintain a system to receive Tier II reports and respond to public requests for information.

Result

The Oklahoma County LEPC continues to receive Tier II reports from DEQ and makes them available to the public.  The Oklahoma County LEPC also provides Tier II Information to 26 Fire Departments in Oklahoma County thru a written agreement with the Oklahoma Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ).  

Task 9

Sponsor or co-sponsor an outreach activity; such as Risk Management Plan rollouts, CAMEO classes, EPA workshop, HAZMAT training, WebPages, etc.

Result

The Oklahoma County LEPC has developed a web site and adds outreach information as appropriate.  

Mr. Mike Bower provided LEPC 101 training at the annual LEPC luncheon, hosted by Rose State.  Mike received this excellent presentation at the Region 6 LEPC Conference in January.
The Oklahoma County LEPC worked with the Oklahoma City Storm Water Quality to distribute the ‘Shelter in Place’ brochures at the 2008 Oklahoma State Fair and will do so again in 2009.
During our September meeting, OSU-FST will offer a presentation on basic LEPC concepts and principles.                              
Our LEPC will also sponsor the upcoming EPA Region 6 CAMEO Workshop to be conducted in January 2010.
