5. 
Spill Notifications – 
5.1.   
Edmond.  A pool company truck involved in a head on collision spilled many gallons of muriatic acid on the road.  The truck also held packages of Shock-It and NACL. The chlorine packets did not burst. It took three hours and thirty minutes for the pool company to get their insurance company to clean up the spill. Edmond response was a unified command with the fire department and police. The coordination between the departments was good.
5.2.   
Elk City.  An abandoned pipe line by Oklahoma Natural Gas was pierced by construction crews. 40,000 gallons of dirty water leaked. Oklahoma Natural Gas cleaned up the spill. Abandoned pipe lines are common accident areas.
6. 
 Old Business –

6.1. Grant Money.  LEPC has two major sources of grant money income; Oklahoma State Emergency Management and the Department of Environmental Quality. The Oklahoma State Emergency Management grant money is for training and exercises related to hazardous materials. It is not for response equipment. The DEQ funds come from a contract LEPC has with the DEQ that says LEPC will distribute Tier II reports to Fire Departments in Oklahoma County. We make copies of them and distribute in the Fire Chiefs meetings. We account for that distribution. The LEPC is fulfilling our contract. Funds from the DEQ have no restrictions.  
6.2. LEPC has officially received notice from OKC EM that the approved funds request to purchase 1000 rounds of Marking Cartridges (Simunitions) for OKC’s use in the UASI July Full Scale Exercise has been rescinded.  

6.3. Interoperable communications.  Discussed a proposed Emergency Managers Talk Group on the state system Regional Mutual Aid channel. The City of Tulsa and DPS radio officials approved the request, and the talk group has been created.  Gayland Kitch is distributing information about getting this talk group included in a radio template.  
6.4. There was also discussion regarding the use of RMA CN 2C talk group being used to talk between the State system and Oklahoma City’s 800 MHz system.  OKC has a talk group by the same name programmed in their system, and the two are patched together.  There was discussion of using this as a common command/coordination channel in some situations.
7. New Business –
7.1.   
Due to the Open Meeting Act, any business related to LEPC must be brought up and discussed in a LEPC meeting.  Any discussion outside of the meeting that is related to LEPC is not considered LEPC business.
