6. 
 Old Business –
            6.1- Tom Tarr volunteered to brief with Jon Hall at the OKC Storm Water Quality workshop on October 26th and 28th, 2010. Jami Murphy may also be able to assist in conducting briefings at the workshop. A motion to fund $100 worth of door prizes for the workshop was made by David Barnes and 2nd by Mike McGee. David Barnes has a list of vendors for door prizes for future events.    

           6.2- The possibility of hosting a Wild Well Control Incident Management course  was briefly discussed. Rebecca Dallen mentioned a few incidents involving well fires in the Oklahoma County area. The issue will be further discussed in breakout sessions. 
           6.3- Jon Hall proposed a motion to approve funding of $500 for the Central Oklahoma Emergency Management workshop on November 17th-20th, 2010. The motion was approved and 2nd by David Barnes.  
           6.4- Jon Hall briefed the group on the mini LEPC conference that was held in September 2010. There were many great presenters at the meeting. Jon discussed key points of briefings he heard including overwhelming the public and superiors with useful information, realizing the (NGO) responsible party may be considered the bad guy at an incident, and noting how non government organization’s  may be helpful with dispersing information. Using NGO’s for the dispersal of information will require some pre-planning to determine resources available and credibility. He also discussed the importance of elected officials having a good understanding of Incident Command System (ICS) principles. Jon also pointed out that after an incident, if the responsible party refuses to reimburse responding agencies the agency may seek reimbursement through the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA).  Jon brought up the idea of inviting regional response teams to brief capabilities to the LEPC in the future.  Mike Magee stated that the process to request support from regional response teams has changed. In order to request assets now, you must call the Oklahoma Emergency Management phone number to coordinate the use of regional assets. Jon briefed that the NASTTP would like LEPC’s to do a safety performance indicator (SPI) study for HAZMAT incidents. Jami Murphy stated that in the future the completion of SPI’s may be tied to HMEP funding. 
           6.5- Lisa Kuefler briefed that the handout items have been ordered from Midwest Trophy and are scheduled to be ready for pick up within a week. David Barnes will send W-9 form to Lisa to have Midwest Trophy fill out to complete payment. 
7. New Business –  None.
8. Program- Cindy Garrett from Tinker Air Force Base briefed committee on the Society of American Military Engineers (SAME). Cindy briefed the mission of SAME and what capabilities they have to offer in terms of response to HAZMAT and other incidents. Cindy briefed past successes and events that SAME members have assisted with as well as how to join SAME. 9. Sub Committee Breakout Sessions-
9.1- Training and Exercises: The sub committee discussed future HAZMAT Awareness and Wild Well Control Incident Management courses to be hosted by the LEPC. HAZMAT Awareness Class for volunteers, industry, public safety etc.- Possible locations include Eastern Oklahoma County Technical College, Edmond Training Grounds, and OSU OKC North building. No firm dates at this time, but could possible hold classes on Friday and Saturdays.  The Wild Well Incident Management Course was discussed and the group is looking at holding a course in the spring time at EOC Tech.  Finally, the sub committee discussed how the LEPC can participate in the April 2011 Full Scale Exercise. The sub committee considered exercise development and having LEPC members assist in the command center for Integris Healthcare as viable options for involvement. 

9.2- Awareness and Outreach Sub Committee- The subcommittee discussed how the LEPC can reach out to industry to boost participation in 2011. Ideas included: participation in local professional organizations at their meetings (ASSE and AWMA), continue participation in the spring and fall storm water quality workshops. Industry reach out during Tom Bergman’s Tier II reporting classes, and direct email invitation to local TRI Form R and EPA Risk Management reporters.  The sub committee considered what efforts the LEPC should make to provide better community awareness relating to Hazardous Materials.  The group thought that having LEPC brochures available for handout by fire department hazmat teams during their inspections, providing information to degree candidates in fields that relate to LEPC focus, and holding meetings off-site would help boost community awareness of the LEPC.  Finally, the sub committee discussed what efforts the LEPC could provide funding support for in 2011 that would be effective at getting industry, public safety, and the community more prepared for hazardous materials emergencies. The sub committee suggested handing out brochures at metro recycling centers and being involved in other related community events (ie. First Responders day at OCCC).
