 Old Business –
            6.1- Mini LEPC Conference September 28-29, 2010.  The mini LEPC conference sponsorship was addressed. The official location of the conference has not been released, but should be finalized next week. The committee determined that there is not enough information to accurately vote to donate to or sponsor the event at this time. Topic will be discussed again at September meeting.
            6.2- Group polled for interest in donating $750 to the Oklahoma Emergency Management conference. Motion to approve by Mike Bower and 2nd by Buddy Hatchel. OK county LEPC will have a booth with other LEPCs at the conference. Approximately 13 members present at meeting plan on attending conference. OSU is planning on helping with booth to promote their LEPC 101 program to educate the community on LEPCs. Jon Hall will confirm times that the booth will need to be manned during the conference. Any members at the conference that wish to help man the booth are to meet Jon Hall at 0930 at the Embassy Suites Hotel in Norman where the conference will be held.  Currently, there is no LEPC banner.  David Barnes made a motion to approve creating a temporary banner for the conference and a more permanent banner at a later date. Motion to approve by was 2nd by Buddy Hatchel. 
           6.3- A HAZMAT Awareness class for MRC and CERT type volunteers that are affiliated with local agencies will cost between $1200 and $1500. The class will train a maximum of 40 students.  OSU Fire Services will provide the training and certifications. Motion to approve funding the course by Frank Barnes, 2nd Jon Hall.  Mike Bower brought up the possibility of grant funding being available to fund the course rather than the LEPC donating funds.  Frank Barnes had previously requested funding for the course, but his request was denied. Issue will be postponed until September meeting. If no alternative funding has been found, LEPC will donate funds for course and Frank Barnes will request course dates. 
           6.4-  Jennifer Cunkle presented an updated version of the LEPC brochure. No comments were given from the group. She will finalize the brochure and obtain a cost estimate for printing to present at September meeting. 
           6.5- The LEPC will participate in the OKC Storm Water Quality fall training workshop. The workshop is a training session that involves 150-180 individuals from private businesses in the area.  Jon Hall and any volunteers will help to man the booth at the workshop and give short briefings about the LEPC to workshop attendees. 

            6.6- The annual Hot Zone conference will be held October 14-17, 2010 in Houston, TX. The registration fee is $200 per person. The group will be polled at the next meeting to determine if the LEPC will fund a member to attend the conference. 
           6.7-  Region 6 and 8 will be having an exercise involving area hospitals on October 26-29, 2010. The exercise will involve a severe weather scenario.  There will be an incident involving mass casualties to overwhelm area hospitals. This exercise will also test an earthquake plan that is currently being developed.  No assistance is currently needed to support the exercise. Diann Riter will contact Gary Renfrow to determine if/how Tinker Air Force Base may be involved in the exercise.

8. Program- “Pipeline Awareness and Emergency Response”  Presented by Catreana Bennett, Oklahoma Public Awareness Liaison (OPAL) – Catreana Bennett presented a training program for LEPC members on pipeline awareness and damage prevention.  The training included emergency response to incidents involving pipelines, ways that pipelines are monitored, warning signs that a pipeline has been damaged, and community roles in emergency response and damage prevention.  Mr. Childers from DCP, Mr. Reed from Enogex, and Mr Brewster from OK Natural Gas presented information on their companies and their response capability as well as pipelines they are responsible for in Oklahoma County.  Members may contact Catreana Bennett to coordinate exercises and training through OPAL.
