 Old Business –
            6.1- Mike Bower stated that he spoke with Steve George and was told there should be no problem with using HMEP funds to fund a HAZMAT Awareness course for affiliated volunteers. There is a need for available instructors to volunteer and a date still needs to be set for the course. This issue will be addressed again at the meeting in October.   

           6.2- Ronnie Roberts from Devon Energy produced brochures free of charge for the LEPC. The brochures were handed out at the Oklahoma Emergency Management Conference and will be used for future events. Devon Energy also created a banner to be used at future LEPC events. Jon Hall presented copies of LEPC business cards to hand out to possible guests at future meetings. There is still a limited number of shelter in place handouts available to give out at LEPC events and once they are gone we will vote on whether to create more.  Jon Hall also mentioned the idea of creating a newspaper advertisement to enhance public awareness of our purpose and meetings. 

           6.3- Lisa Kuefler presented possible items to be purchased to handout at future LEPC events. Items presented included: mini notebook, lanyard, keychain flashlights, pens, and first aid kits. The group viewed the items and approved the purchase of 300 LED retractable flashlights. Lisa Kuefler will visit Midwest Trophy to inquire about using them as a vendor to purchase these items. 
           6.4- Rebecca Dallen briefed the group about the upcoming OKC Storm Water Quality Fall workshop. The LEPC will have a table at the workshop to present information about the OK County LEPC. The workshop will be held on October 26 and 28, 2010. Jon Hall will conduct briefings at the event and is also looking for other LEPC members to volunteer their time to brief at the event. 

           6.5- The group approved sponsorship of  Mike Bower’s attendance of the Hot Zone conference October 14-17, 2010 in Houston, TX. Mike has already received partial funding through HMEP grant funding and his expenses funded by the LEPC will not exceed $500. Mike will brief the group on the conference after he returns from his trip at the November meeting.

8. Program- Representatives from Oklahoma City Fire gave a briefing about hazardous materials threats in Oklahoma county.  The briefer stated that 60%-70% of calls are from various spills. The HAZMAT response team works closely with OK Storm Water Quality to ensure environmental quality when responding to hazardous materials incidents. OKC Fire has a very large response area, but considers facilities with extremely hazardous substances (EHS) to be the biggest threat to the community. Jon Hall asked how the LEPC can assist OKC Fire. OKC Fire responded that the group can help with ensuring Tier II reporting is done. Jamie Murphy from DEQ briefed the group that fire departments are sent updated Tier II reports on an annual basis. DEQ very rarely accepts paper copies of Tier II reports.
