4.        Public Comments –
 4.1- COEMA Regional Outdoor Warning System Guidelines- Diann Riter talked about the push to standardize testing of notifications to be held on Saturdays. Diann said that Tinker AFB will be unable to change to Saturday because the base is not at its peak occupancy at that time. Mike Bower stated that he contacted Lola Burwell at Tinker and sent a copy of the policy. Currently Tinker AFB is working the issue, but approval to move test to Saturdays is unlikely.

 Old Business –
6.1- HAZMAT Awareness Class- Mike Bower may have instructors that he can contact for the class. Instructors will be paid by OSU through grant funding to teach the course. The course will be 8 hours long to teach and certify students. OKC  fire will also talk to their personnel to see if anyone is interested in being an instructor for the course. 
           6.2- OKC Storm Water Quality fall workshop- Jon Hall, Jami Murphy, and Tom Tarr volunteered to represent the OK County LEPC at the workshop. They provided a briefing on the LEPC mission and goals to interested persons at the event and distributed door prizes on behalf of the LEPC. 
           6.3- Wild Well Control Incident Management Course- The course is 6 hours long and we will be hosting two classes on two days. The classes will be held December 3rd at 0800-1400 and December 4th at 0800-1400. Both classes can accommodate 40 students. The course is targeted at fire departments, HAZMAT teams, public safety, and emergency management personnel. A motion to approve holding the course at the Eastern 
Oklahoma Technology Center in Choctaw was made by C. Bennett, and 2nd by R. Micue. Persons interested in attending the event will contact Jon Hall with the number of seats they will need and what day they would like to attend. LEPC members will disperse training information to interested parties. Lisa Kuefler will create an information flyer for the event to use when emailing others about the training. Jami Murphy will distribute to people who filed with DEQ on wells. A motion to approve the LEPC providing lunch for students was made by R. Micue and 2nd by D. Riter.  The deadline for registration for the training is 1 Dec 10. 
6.4- LEPC By-Laws Review- Members were provided with copies of the by laws at the meeting and electronic copies are available on the LEPC website. Members are to submit changes by or at the 8 Dec 10 meeting. 
           6.5- LEPC Officer Election Confirmations- A motion to approve continuing the 2011 LEPC with current Chairperson, Jon Hall and Vice Chairperson, Mike Bower was made by R. Micue and 2nd by D.  Riter. Jon Hall and Mike Bower will continue to lead the LEPC through 2011.

8. Program- Mike Bower briefed the committee on his trip to the Hot Zone conference. Oklahoma was well represented at the conference this year. He encouraged LEPC members to attend future conferences and discussed possible options for assistance with funding conference attendance. Before the conference he toured the Houston Ship Channel with Houston Port Authority after a 1.5 hour class discussing what he would see on the tour. He said that almost every type of industry you can imagine was operating in the ship channel and it was interesting to consider all the possible hazards that responders may have to face there.  Mike briefed about the classes attended at the conference, including: HAZMAT IQ , Houston Fire Department Incident Command Simulator, Terrorist Bombing including roadside responses,  and heat stress in different types of PPE presented by Pittsburgh University. He was also able to attend the ribbon cutting for the National HAZMAT Fusion Center.  He also was able to listen to a brief by Jon Temporelli, who works for former FEMA director James Lee Witt, about the response and lessons learned from the earthquake in Haiti, Hurricane Katrina, and Deepwater Horizon.
