Previous meeting minutes were reviewed and approved.  Motion to approve by L. Jones, 2nd C. McMullen.

Treasurer’s Report –December 2010 reviewed and approved.  Motion to approve by D. Burright, 2nd B. Hatchel.
            Correction made to November 2010 treasurer’s report.  A $500 donation to the OEMA workshop was not subtracted. Total corrected subtraction in November 2010 was $739, not $239. Annual treasurer’s report provided to committee members. 
4.        Public Comments – None.
5. 
Spill Notifications – Donna Sewell from Xerox reported a spill of 5000 pounds of styrene-butadiene copolymer (SBC)  near Mustang Road and I-40 on Thursday, January 6, 2011 at about 3:20 PM. Clean up operations are complete. An engineer called the 24 hour notification line listed for the Oklahoma County LEPC at 4:00 p.m. The engineer was told that it was the incorrect number. Donna Sewell called the number again the next day and was also told it was not the correct number. Mike Bower has been notified and taken action to provide additional training to Midwest City dispatchers on receiving spill notifications. The spill was also reported to Canadian county as the location bordered both Canadian and Oklahoma county. 
6.        Old Business –
           6.1- HAZMAT Awareness Class- Instructors are still needed to teach HAZMAT Awareness training course that is focused toward training volunteers.  A possible instructor from OKC FD will be contacted before the next meeting to determine if he will be able to teach the course. If instructor is unavailable, the LEPC will utilize an OSU Fire Services instructor to teach the course. A date will be coordinated with the instructor and confirmed at the February 2011 LEPC meeting. 
6.2- Consolidated CAMEO Training Course- Jon Hall will discuss with CAMEO instructor when a course date will be available and the exact duration of the course. Once class date is set, invitations will be sent out to LEPC members to be forwarded to interested parties. The course will be held on a LEPC regularly scheduled meeting day to allow course attendees to also attend LEPC meeting. OCCC has a possible location available with computers to use for the course. Additional coordination will be completed and briefed at next meeting. 
           6.3- LEPC By-Laws Review- Please see attached copy of LEPC By-Laws to review the suggested changes in the by-laws.  Submit comments to Jon Hall.
           6.4-Xtreme Industrial Fire and HAZMAT Training Class- Clint Greenwood has asked the LEPC to sponsor his attendance to the 2011 Xtreme Industrial Fire and HAZMAT training class in Beumont, TX from 16-19 May 2011. The course registration is $1695. Jon verified that the course does meet the requirements necessary to use HMEP funds. Lucien Jones made a motion to approve the registration fee of $1695 plus $500 in travel costs for the course. This motion was approved by a unanimous vote of all members present.
6.5- Request to Identify High Consequence Areas- The Pipeline Association for Public Awareness (PAPA) is developing an education program to increase awareness in the general public. PAPA contacted the LEPC via Mike Bower to identify locations that are considered “identified sites”. Identified sites are unmarked areas of congregation with 20 or more persons on 50 or more non-consecutive days a year that are near pipelines (within ½ mile) and facilities that are occupied by people with limited mobility. There is a website that can be accessed in order to click on a map and identify these locations in your area. Jon Hall will forward the website information to local emergency managers with login information for the website.           
7. New Business –  
7.1-OEM has approved the LEPC to receive not less than $4000 in grant funds this year. 

7.2- Upcoming training event- Wild Well Control training sponsored by Marathon will be held on 22, 23, and 24 February 2011 at the Fire Training Academy. If interested in registering for one of the three training dates please contact Jon Hall.  Marathon may also conduct a discussion after the course and provide a tour of Marathon facilities.  
8. Program- Jon Hall discussed the goals for the LEPC in 2011. Goals included: bringing in more industry, educating the community, assisting other agencies when feasible, continue subcommittees, sponsor future training events, conduct on-site meetings, and increase exercise involvement required for grant funding. In response to the subject of exercise involvement it was mentioned that Oklahoma Pipeline Awareness (OPA) does simulation exercises  and may be willing to conduct a simulation exercise for the LEPC. Catreana McMullen suggested that Chesapeake Energy could sponsor the event. This issue will be addressed at future meetings.
