Spill Notifications – Del City Fire Department reported an 80 gallon diesel spill. The spill occurred when a jeep ran into the tank on a semi. The accident occurred at Reno and Sunnylane and caused the roadway to be closed for 7 hours for cleanup. Midwest City responded and was assisted by Del City FD. The Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ) was notified and responded to the accident. The LEPC was notified of the spill via the 24 hour notification line. The question was raised whether the notification of the LEPC should be a top priority on scene. Mike Bower answered the question stating that notification of the LEPC is administrative in nature and all responding agencies should take priority. Rebecca Dallen from OKC Stormwater Quality stated that 25 gallons or more of diesel fuel spilled on land must be reported and any amount of diesel fuel released in water must be reported. 
6.        Old Business –
           6.1- HAZMAT Awareness Class-No new information was discussed. Jon Hall will coordinate with Clint Greenwood on course dates for the HAZMAT Awareness class. This item will be discussed at the April 2011 meeting. 
6.2- Consolidated CAMEO Training Course-The training will be conducted on the same day as the June 2011 Oklahoma County LEPC meeting from 0800-1400. Training attendees are encouraged to attend the LEPC meeting following the course completion. The location of the training will be confirmed at the next LEPC meeting.  
6.3- OKC Storm Water Quality Workshop Briefers- The OKC Storm Water Quality workshop is on May 3rd and 5th from 8:30 a.m.- 12:30 p.m.  at the OKC Zoo in the education center. The LEPC has sponsored the event with the purchase of four all hazard weather radios to given away to attendees of the workshop. The LEPC will have a table at the event and will be able to brief attendees during breaks. LEPC members are encouraged to attend and volunteer to brief at the workshop. 7.1- Mike Bower reported that the central area regional outdoor warning system (OWS) guidelines are now in effect. Testing of outdoor warning systems on Saturday noon was accomplished this past weekend. Local emergency managers that were present at the meeting received no negative feedback from community members on the change to OWS testing times. 7.2- David Barnes informed the group that the Board of County Commissioners has approved a contract with a consulting company called Tetra Tech to update the Oklahoma County Hazard Mitigation Plan (HMP). No exact date of when the contract will begin, only that it will start soon. Oklahoma City is also starting their HMP update and have contracted the company SAIC. 
8. Program- Rebecca Dallen from City of OKC Storm Water Quality briefed the group on best management practices for reducing pollution in storm water runoff through low impact development.  The solutions she briefed were useful to businesses and homeowners.
